The Alabama Junior Academy of Science and Gorgas Scholarship Competitions are held 
annually for high school students. As the 2010-2011 Teacher Fellow, Dr. Jones will be actively 
involved in developing mechanisms to engage teachers and students in entering these 
competitions. His vision is to develop numerous web-based resources for teachers and students. 
He will work with AAS officers and the Gorgas Co mmittee to establish a database of interested 
teachers and make presentations on experimental design, project-based science and research 
competitions for secondary students. Dr. Jones will coordinate linking students pursuing 
scientific inquiry with AAS scientists who are willing to volunteer their time and expertise to 
assist students.  While developing student-mentoring programs in conjunction with university-
honors-programs outreach, Dr. Jones will be a voice for state science education initiatives.
